Report on Student Activity-DIY DNA Model Preparation with Paper 

DATE:09-07-2025 

Introduction 
 As part of experiential learning and to enhance conceptual understanding of molecular 
biology, an engaging student activity titled DIY DNA Model Preparation with Paper was 
organized. The activity aimed to provide students with hands-on experience in constructing a 
three-dimensional model of the DNA double helix using simple, low-cost materials. 

Objectives 

⚫ To enable students to understand the structural organization of DNA. 
 

⚫ To develop creativity and problem-solving skills by using paper for model-making. 
 

⚫ To promote teamwork, collaboration, and scientific curiosity. 
 

⚫ To reinforce theoretical concepts learned in class through a practical approach. 
 

ActivityDetails 
The activity was conducted for undergraduate biology students. Each student was provided 
with chart paper, colored strips, scissors, glue, and markers. Students were guided to represent 
the four nitrogenous bases (A, T, G, C) using different colors and pair them according to 
complementary base pairing rules (A–T and G–C). The sugar-phosphate backbone was 
represented by folded strips, and finally, the models were twisted to mimic the double helix 
structure. 

StudentParticipation 
Eight Students enthusiastically participated in the model preparation. They worked 
individually and in small groups to design and assemble accurate representations of DNA. The 
activity encouraged peer-to-peer learning, with students sharing innovative ideas for stability 
and appearance of the helix. 

Outcomes 

• Students gained a clear visual understanding of DNA’s double-helical structure. 
 

• Creativity and interest in molecular biology were enhanced. 
 

• The models served as excellent teaching-learning aids for classroom discussions. 
 

• Teamwork and collaborative learning skills were strengthened. 
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Conclusion 
 The DIY DNA model preparation activity successfully combined scientific learning with 
creativity. By using paper, students not only grasped the complexities of DNA structure but 
also demonstrated that science can be understood through simple and cost-effective methods.

Report on Student Activity- DIY DNA Model Preparation with Paper 
DATE:09-07-2025  
Introduction 
 As part of experiential learning and to enhance conceptual understanding of molecular 
biology, an engaging student activity titled DIY DNA Model Preparation with Paper was 
organized. The activity aimed to provide students with hands-on experience in constructing a 
three-dimensional model of the DNA double helix using simple, low-cost materials. 
Objectives 

• To enable students to understand the structural organization of DNA. 
To develop creativity and problem-solving skills by using paper for model-making. 
To promote teamwork, collaboration, and scientific curiosity. 
To reinforce theoretical concepts learned in class through a practical approach. 
Activity Details 
The activity was conducted for undergraduate biology students. Each student was 
provided with chart paper, colored strips, scissors, glue, and markers. Students were 
guided to represent the four nitrogenous bases (A, T, G, C) using different colors and 
pair them according to complementary base pairing rules (A–T and G–C). The sugar-
phosphate backbone was represented by folded strips, and finally, the models were 
twisted to mimic the double helix structure. 

Student Participation 
Eight Students enthusiastically participated in the model preparation. They worked 
individually and in small groups to design and assemble accurate representations of DNA. The 
activity encouraged peer-to-peer learning, with students sharing innovative ideas for stability 
and appearance of the helix.

In line with the vision of promoting sustainable practices and environmental responsibility, our

college established a Vermicompost Unit within the campus. Vermicomposting is an eco-
friendly method of converting organic waste into nutrient-rich manure with the help of 
earthworms. This initiative not only manages biodegradable waste effectively but also provides 
organic compost for maintaining the college gardens. 
Objectives 

⚫ To promote waste management through recycling of biodegradable matter. 
 

⚫ To produce organic manure for use in college green spaces and plantations. 
 

⚫ To educate students about sustainable agricultural and ecological practices.

Establishment of the Vermicompost Unit 
The unit was set up in a designated area of the college campus using brick chambers 

and shaded roofing to provide suitable conditions for earthworms. Organic wastes such as dry 
leaves, canteen vegetable waste, and garden litter were collected and layered along with soil 
and cow dung. Eisenia foetida (red wigglers) earthworms were introduced into the pits to 
accelerate decomposition. Regular sprinkling of water and monitoring ensured the moisture 
and aeration required for effective composting. 
Student Participation 

 Under the guidance of faculty coordinators and eco-club members, students actively 
participated in collecting waste material, preparing compost pits, and maintaining the 
vermicompost unit. Through their involvement, students gained practical knowledge of waste 
management, organic farming, and the ecological role of earthworms. 
Outcomes 

The college generated nutrient-rich vermicompost used for maintaining the botanical 
garden and potted plants.Students learned the process of waste segregation and compost 
preparation.Awareness regarding organic farming and eco-friendly practices was enhanced. 
The initiative reduced the volume of organic waste within the campus.

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Introduction 

World Population Day, observed annually on July 11, serves as a global platform to raise 

awareness about population-related issues and their impact on development, health, and the 

environment. The theme for World Population Day 2025 focuses on "Investing in Family 

Planning: Empowering People, Building Nations", emphasizing the vital role of informed 

reproductive choices in shaping sustainable communities. 

In this context, understanding the community's opinion on family planning becomes crucial. 

Family planning is not just a health intervention—it is a means to improve maternal and child 

health, reduce poverty, empower individuals (especially women), and support national 

development goals. The perception and acceptance of family planning methods vary across 

communities due to factors like education, cultural beliefs, access to healthcare services, and 

socioeconomic status. 

To gauge public awareness, attitudes, and practices related to family planning, a community-

level opinion study was conducted as part of the World Population Day – 2025 observance. 

This report presents the key findings of that study, offering insights into the current level of 

awareness, misconceptions, challenges, and potential strategies to enhance community 

participation in family planning initiatives. 

Objectives of the Survey 

• To assess community awareness about the importance and benefits of family planning 

in the context of population control and family welfare. 

• To identify barriers and misconceptions that prevent individuals or families from 

adopting family planning practices. 

• To evaluate the accessibility and effectiveness of existing family planning services in 

the community. 

• To promote informed decision-making about reproductive health through education 

and community engagement. 

• To gather suggestions and feedback from the community on how family planning 

initiatives can be improved and made more culturally acceptable. 

Method of Survey 

A Google form was prepared to collect inputs from community households covering aspects 

like decision making regarding the size of the family, family planning education to youth, 
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social beliefs regarding family planning, govt. Support, introduction of family planning 

education in colleges etc. Students of II BA actively participated in the collection of inputs and 

enhanced their knowledge about family planning which is useful for informed decision making 

in future.

• Family planning decisions were predominantly made by men in rural and semi-urban 

areas, with women having limited say. 

• Cultural taboos and religious misconceptions were found to be significant barriers to 
the acceptance of modern family planning methods. 

• Launch consistent and culturally sensitive campaigns to educate the community about 
the safety and benefits of various family planning methods. 

• Equip ASHAs, ANMs, and local health staff with updated knowledge and 
communication tools to spread accurate information. 

• Engage respected figures to dispel myths and foster positive attitudes toward family 
planning within communities. 

• Introduce age-appropriate sexual and reproductive health education in schools to build 
awareness from a young age. 

• Utilize social media, mobile health apps, and local radio to reach diverse age groups 

Apart from the physical family planning knowledge, many respondents expect that the 
government has to focus on quality education, provision of employment opportunities, skill 
development for realizing the theme of World Population Day 2025 - “Empowering young 
people to create the families they want in a fair and hopeful world”. 
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
