Geotagged
photographs of the plantation activity must be documented and submitted to the
University.

2. If applicable, the Principals of the affiliated colleges should organize plantation drives in
their respective colleges and plant 20 saplings in the adopted villages of the respective
College under the coordination of NSS POs and Volunteers. The activity must be
documented with geo-tagged photographs.

A banner template for the above activities has been provided for reference and may be suitably
adapted by the colleges.

All institutions are requested to ensure active participation and to complete the activities in a
spirit befitting the academic and cultural ethos of the University. The reports and required
documentation shall be submitted on or before the evening of 18th April, 2026. Treat this as
important and mandatory.
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
